SEED MONEY SCHEME

The Seed Money Scheme is designed to stimulate competitive research in strategic areas
of national or international importance, promote innovative product and technology
development, and/or facilitate the start of research programmes that shall potentially
develop into creative ventures on their own through external funding.

Objectives:

To aid faculty members to start research programmes that have the potential to sustain by attracting
funds from external agencies.

To test a novel idea and generate preliminary results before submitting proposals to external agencies.
To promote inter-faculty collaboration in emerging areas.

To promote the generation of IPR and product/process development.

To attract and retain talent.

Eligibility

A full-time regular faculty member of CHRIST (Deemed to be University) with a PhD degree and with a
proven track record of quality research with at least one semester of service.

Only one application for Seed Grant can be submitted at a time. Seed funding will be awarded only once for
a faculty within three years of joining.
